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Travel Advisory: Oman

Australians in Oman should exercise a high degree of caution. There are ongoing tensions in the Middle East and the risk of terrorist attacks against Western interests remains. Commercial and public areas known to be frequented by foreigners are possible terrorist targets. 

Safety and Security 

Terrorism 

Australian travellers should be aware of the threat of terrorism globally and should read this travel advice in conjunction with the General Advice to Australian Travellers. 

Australians in Oman should exercise a high degree of caution. There are ongoing tensions in the Middle East and the risk of terrorist attacks against Western interests remains. Possible terrorist targets include commercial and public areas known to be frequented by foreigners such as - but not limited to - clubs, hotels, restaurants, schools, places of worship, outdoor recreation events and tourist areas. Since October 2003, there have been a number of shooting incidents involving foreigners in the capital, Muscat, most recently in September 2004. While no terrorist group has claimed responsibility for these attacks, the possibility that they were terrorist related cannot be ruled out. 

In 2004, terrorists attacked residential compounds in the eastern Saudi Arabian port city of Khobar, taking hostages and killing a number of people. The terrorist organisation, Al Qaeda, continues to publicly threaten to attack Westerners in the Arabian peninsula, targeting residential compounds, oil interests, military bases and transportation as well as aviation interests. Attacks such as the one in Khobar cannot be ruled out against these or similar targets in other parts of the Arabian peninsula, including Oman, despite the June 2004 killing of senior Al Qaeda planners in Saudi Arabia. 

Personal Security 

Prior to travel, Australians should ensure they have a variety of financial options available to them including credit cards, travellers' cheques and US dollars cash. Australians should consult their automatic teller machine (ATM) card provider for information about overseas services and availability. Not all overseas ATMs accept Australian cards. 

Australians should only carry sufficient cash for their daily needs, secure their valuables against theft and avoid displays of wealth at all times. Photocopies of valuables such as passport, tickets, driving licence and travellers' cheques should be kept separately from the originals. 

In many countries, passports are a prime target of theft for illegal purposes. Your passport should always be kept in a safe place, as considerable inconvenience and disruption to travel plans may result from its theft or loss. If your passport is lost or stolen overseas, contact the nearest Australian Embassy, High Commission or Consulate as soon as possible. 

Local Conditions 

Off road driving is hazardous as is driving outside Muscat, particularly after dark. Road conditions in some parts of the country are poor and there is a risk of camels straying on to the roads. Authorisation from the Omani government is required for travel to some areas. 

Local Law and Customs 

Australians are reminded that when overseas, they are subject to local laws. Local laws and legal processes can be very different from those in Australia. A violation of local laws may result in a jail sentence, served in a local prison. Consular assistance cannot override local law, even where local laws may appear harsh or unjust by Australian standards. 

Penalties for illegal drug offences are severe and include the death penalty. Restrictions apply to the importation and consumption of alcohol and pork products. 

The importation of pornography is forbidden. 

Consistent with local custom and sensitivities, travellers should dress and behave conservatively 

Taking photographs of or near government buildings or other infrastructure, including oilfields, can lead to detention. 

When in Oman, children born of an Omani father are considered to be Omani nationals and require their father's permission to depart the country. Australian/Omani dual nationals should seek advice from the nearest Embassy or Consulate of the Sultanate of Oman, well in advance of travel. 

Some Australian criminal laws, including - but not limited to - those relating to money laundering, bribery of foreign public officials, terrorism and child sex tourism, have extraterritorial effect. Australians who commit such offences outside of Australia may be prosecuted in Australia for those offences. 

Australian authorities are committed to combating sexual exploitation of children by Australians overseas. Australians may be prosecuted at home under Australian child sex tourism laws. These laws provide severe penalties of up to 17 years imprisonment for Australians who engage in sexual activity with children under 16 while outside of Australia. 

Entry and Exit Requirements 

Visa conditions are subject to change. For up-to-date visa information, Australians should contact the nearest Embassy or Consulate of the Sultanate of Oman, well in advance of travel. 

Health Issues 

For information on prevalent diseases and inoculations, travellers should consult their doctor, travel clinic or the World Health Organization (WHO). Further information can be found in our 'Travelling Well' brochure. 

Travel and Health Insurance 

Travel and health insurance is strongly recommended for all overseas travel. Travellers should check with their insurer to make sure that their policy meets their needs. In particular, travellers should seek advice from their insurer on what type of circumstances and activities are the subject of exclusions in their policy. 

Consular Assistance and Registration 

Australia does not have an Embassy or Consulate in Oman. Australians may obtain consular assistance from and should register with the nearest Australian Embassy. This is in Saudi Arabia at:
